Akwaba (Greetings) from Ghanal!

Thank you all for your continuous prayers and support
of me as | left the states 3 weeks ago. | arrived here
safely and have adjusted well. The 1st week was very
challenging though with me coming here right in the
midst of the Harmattan season. (Sub-Saharan winds)
| had a sore throat and sinus problems for the 1st 7
days from all of the dust every where. The news
reported that this has been the worst Harmattan
season since 1983. All is well now even though the
weather conditions have not changed.

It was also wonderful
to see all the old
friends again as well
as meeting some new
ones. French classes
are going quite well
and | look forward to
using the French very
soon. | have a
somewhat busy
schedule the 1st 3
months of this year so
I'm asking for your
prayers that | will be focused and on task, and that my
health still remains good.

The year at a glance looks like this:

1. 1 will be traveling to the Central Region of Ghana
Feb. 12-18th. | will be visiting 8 villages in that
region where Pioneers Ghana has their
missionaries and pastors.

2. I will travel to the Pioneers Africa offices in Togo
from Mar. 1st - 3rd. To visit with the missionaries
and pastors there as well.

3. | will be traveling to Mali from Mar. 8th - 12th. |
will be visiting the field in Mali and getting
acquainted with the missionaries there since this
will be my assignment in 2008.

4. | will also travel to 3 other regions in Ghana
where Pioneers Africa has their missionaries
and pastors for discipleship training:

a. The Upper West Region
b. The Brong - Ahafo Region
c. The Ashanti Region

These dates are TBA due to my French schedule.
More than likely, | will visit these areas during my
school break around June. The plan is to visit the 4
areas at least 2 times before Mar. 2008. The initial
trips will be training with the discipleship materials and
health care training and the second ones involve
follow up with the missionaries and pastors once they
have initiated use of the materials. This will also
involve some documentation and interviewing of the
missionaries and pastors of the various areas. | will
be keeping you all informed concerning these visits as
they come for prayer topics.

| wanted to let you all know of Miss Abigail Benterh.
She is the 6 yr. old daughter of one of the pastors
associated with Pioneers (Rev. Emmanuel Benterh
and his wife Sis. Felicia). They are the team leaders
of the missionaries in the Techiman area of the Brong
Ahafo Region. When | was living in Ghana back in
2003-2004, they hosted me and introduced me to the
ministry there. Abigail was diagnosed in Dec. 2006
with Leukemia. She has had bone marrow procedures
and several rounds of chemotherapy done since mid
Dec. Their medical bills are quite expensive and being
a missionary family, they are in the ministry full time
and do not have regular jobs. Since my own bought
with cancer, I'm very sensitive to others, especially
those that | know, that are struggling with cancer.
When | was going through my own battle with
surgeries and treatments, many of you were very
gracious in helping me financially. As you were, so
am | now. Starting in Feb., | will be donating 10% of
what ever | receive in contributions for the months of
Feb. and Mar. towards her treatment for the
Leukemia. Since I'm here, | can see Abigail and the
family and make sure the funds are given for her
treatment. If you wanted to contribute directly for her,
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it will be advisable to still send the funds to my
account with GCGM. Thank you in advance for your
contributions. Supporting me will also involve you
helping her.
